Because each yearbook page is different and ultimately a team effort (your page will be edited by multiple editors as well as Mr. Linn), you will not be graded individually on the content and design of the page “post editing”.

You will however be graded on your ability to meet deadlines for the BASIC COMPLETION of a page:

The ultimate deadline for submitting the yearbook pages for print is Nov. 22.  On this day everything must be completely ready to print (AS CLOSE TO PERFECT AS IT CAN BE) so that our yearbook can arrive on time this spring!

Because we need time to edit your page as mentioned above, you need to have it as done as YOU can possibly get it by the end of the class period on Wednesday Nov. 17!  This will allow us 2 class periods to edit it for the submission deadline on the 22nd.

THE DEADLINE YOUR GRADE WILL BE BASED ON IS WEDNESDAY NOV. 17!
Make sure you have done the following (this is what I will be checking):
· All photo boxes contain a photo that is in focus, and correctly exposed (not to dark or light).

· No student appears twice on the same page.

· No student appears on your page if he or she appears on an adjacent page (wherever possible).

· ALL STUDENTS HAVE A PORTRAIT IF YOUR’S ARE PORTRAIT PAGES!

· All photos are TAGGED for the coverage report.

· All stories are complete, specific, and accurate. What happened this season?  You need to get this info from someone in the know, e.g. a coach or player! See me for coach contact info!

· All applicable captions answer who, what, where, when, and why accurately!  Group photo captions list all names, check with other classmates and the portrait pages for names.
· All names are spelled correctly, see me for a list to reference.

· All fonts and colors are consistent with those we are using for the book (see below): 

ALL CAPS MYRIAD for headlines, and caption lead-ins (lead in should also be “FIRE” red)!   

12pt Times Roman for story body text.

10pt Times Roman for caption text.

All graphic elements (color boxes) are “FIRE” red, black, or white.
GRADE—Journalism Time Management Standard 8.1.1

4 = All of above criteria are met on or before the end of yearbook class Wednesday Nov. 17

3 = All but 1-2 of above criteria are met by the end of yearbook class Wednesday Nov. 17

2 = More than 3-4 of the above criteria are not met by the end of yearbook class Wednesday Nov. 17

1 = More than 4 of the above criteria are not met by the end of yearbook class Wednesday Nov. 17

Because this is for a real yearbook page, this is a significant part of your grade for this class!
