Requirements:

1. Glenwood Springs High School Academic Letter 2010 - 2011
2. An alphabetical list of the letter winner’s names organized by class, downloadable as a word document from www.gshslinn.weebly.com

3. The school colors: red and white.  Other colors may be used at your discretion, but you will probably not want to reinvent the school color scheme.
4. An invisible border @ least 2” between any textual elements and the frame.
Fonts and other design elements are up to you, strive to achieve a balance between an eye catching and a professional design.  You may use GSHS logos or design your own imagery, but you may not steal online graphics (subject to approval).
Parameters: W 36” x H 36”, 150 ppi (will increase to 300ppi later for printing in large format)
