Young Curators of the Roaring Fork: Generation Now 
Our time is now—what will you share about your experience of today?

As part of the rising “Generation Z,” the Young Curators of the Roaring Fork seek to challenge the stereotypes that portray us and capture unique voices that can be the tools for social change.  We are the future.  It’s your turn to respond to the world as you see it and show the world, through your art, what Generation Now means to you.
For this assignment you will submit 1 photo based on the theme “Generation Now” for the 2016 Young Curators of the Roaring Fork show at the Aspen Art Museum. 
Utilize any and all compositional and technical (editing and Photoshop) skills you have learned so far this semester to the best of your ability!  This doesn’t have to be a straight photograph (but it could be).  It could be significantly “Photoshopped” with different layers, transparencies, superimpositions, collage effects etc.  Hint: More creative photos may have a better chance of getting selected for the show at the Aspen Art Museum!
· All exposures uploaded to iPhoto on your computer at school, 50 photos per photo day = 4 on time management standard.  I will check how many photos you took on the first day of editing and grade as follows:

> 50 = 4        49 - 40 = 3
39 - 30 = 2
> 30 = 1

· 1 photo uploaded to Picasa—the title of your Picasa album should be Generation Now.  Come up with a creative title for your work of art and write it in the caption space.
· Answer all 4 of the following questions about your image in specific detail.  Use one comment field in Picasa for each question, number them, and answer them in order:

1. 
*NEW QUESTION: How does this photo represent the theme Generation now?
2. Explain the camera setting/modes you used and why!  You must include the f/stop and shutter speed numbers with an accurate explanation of how these affected the photo for full credit!  (If you can’t set aperture and shutter speed, or you used auto mode, you can still write about how the aperture and shutter speed affected the photo and why the camera chose them.)
3. What adjustments did you use in the editing process, e.g. cropping, exposure, histogram, contrast, saturation etc?  Explain why you made these edits for full credit?

4. What decisions did you make and/or challenges did you encounter while physically taking the photo.  If your answer reads, “I did not make any decisions or encounter any challenges,” you will get a 1.  Be a conscious and intentional photographer, and remember, “You don’t take a good photograph, you make it.” –Ansel Adams
