Shutter Speed Assignment

For this assignment you will be shooting things that are moving.  You should practice using slower shutter speeds to blur movement, and faster shutter speeds to “freeze” action.  Remember that you must keep track of all apertures and shutter speeds for each frame that you shoot.  This will help you to evaluate your negatives if you have problems.

The project

Turn in TWO prints – one stop-action photo, one motion blur photo.  They do not have to be of the same subject.

Remember to use the principles of composition, and that something in each photo must be clearly in focus and sharp. Stop action photos will be easier to take in bright sunlight, while you might need to take motion blur photos in dimmer light conditions to avoid overexposure.  Try shutter speeds of 1/30 or less to get the blur to happen, but be careful of camera shake with those slow shutter speeds!  
Your project must include:

All of your negatives (1-24)

A contact sheet

Your test-strips

2 prints (one stop-action, one motion)

Your list of aperture and shutter speeds

Your problem solving paragraphs (one for each photo), which must include the following:

* Why you chose the negative that you did.


* The aperture you used on the enlarger in the dark room


* The exposure time that you used on the enlarger in the dark room

* Any decisions you had to make, or problems you needed to solve regarding

   your photo. Please, do not tell me how many minutes you developed, stopped

   and fixed- this should never change.  Tell me about the different exposure times

   you used, and dark room techniques used like changing apertures, dodging or

   burning, spotting, and whether or not you needed to use polycontrast filters.
